ADDITIONAL INFORMATION PERTAINING TO THE TRADE PROGRAMS

NAFTA
We require you to provide us with a 2012 NAFTA Certificate of Origin for each and every part number you supply to us, which you determine to be qualified under the NAFTA rules of origin no later than December 16, 2011.  The instructions for filling out the NAFTA Certificate of Origin form are attached.  For those products which do not qualify for NAFTA preferential duty treatment, you need not provide us with a NAFTA Certificate of Origin, however, we ask that you provide us with a written statement explaining the reasons your parts do not qualify (i.e. not eligible, obsolete, samples, no sales, etc.).  We also ask that you notify us of any Traced Value incorporated into your product whether or not your product meets NAFTA qualification.  Please note that the NAFTA Certificate has been changed to reflect the changes made on the Customs website.
COUNTRY OF ORIGIN AFFIDAVIT
As part of our 2012 requirements for Bosch suppliers of production components (or finished goods), we request that you fill out a copy of the enclosed Country of Origin Affidavit for each and every part number that you currently supply to us.  If you supply several parts, you can, as an alternative, issue one Country of Origin Affidavit with an attachment listing the part numbers your one Country of Origin Affidavit represents.

Please complete the certification by signing in the space provided before returning the form(s) to the address listed no later than December 16, 2011.

We expect that you will continuously monitor the status of these trade programs for the part numbers supplied to Bosch.  Should the status change at any time during the course of the year, you are required by law to notify us of any change immediately.  In addition, should you be asked to supply new part numbers in the course of the next year, we expect you to automatically submit relevant documentation for each trade program which applies.
